4. Motion to approve Ordinance No. 19-020 approving (1) a Plat of Subdivision and Preliminary
Site Improvement Plans; and (2) a Map Amendment from A-2 Rural Residential to R3-A Single-
family Residential District with certain Variances for the proposed Duke Subdivision located at
12513 W. Hadley Road, Homer Glen, Illinois [Duke (O’Malley) Subdivision, HG-1905-PAS].
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Trustee Gray motioned to approve (1) a Plat of Subdivision and Preliminary Site Improvement Plans;
and (2) a Map Amendment from A-2 Rural Residential to R3-A Single- family Residential District
with certain Variances for the proposed Duke Subdivision, second by Trustee Holtz.

Petitioner came to the podium to answer questions.

Trustee Gray stated the Village Board all has a copy of the letter from the fire District which the Fire
Protection District strongly advices against the board approving this motion based on our own Village
ordinance which calls for 2 access points. Mayor Yukich stated they tried to work Will County but
they did not budge. Trustee Gray feels there may be a little more to this plan as it is a nice piece of
land where maybe this is not the right plan for this piece of property. The petitioner stated because of
safety they would not allow another access out to Hadley Road. The original development was Eleven
(11) lots and they have taken it down to Seven (7) lots. Petitioner also stated he and the County had
spoke about putting sprinkler systems into the 6 homes on Windsor and also discussed putting in a
hammerhead. Petitioner stated he did not speak to the county again after lowering the density.
Petitioner also stated he was looking into putting a tornado siren in. Vijay, Director of Planning and
Zoning, stated there is not enough room to create a flag lot, it could be done but with modifications.
Petitioner stated from speaking with Vijay it would need to be approved by the county. Trustee Holtz
said there seems to be a lot of unanswered questions. Trustee Holtz also has concerns regarding the
size of the homes purposed on the purposed lot sizes. Mayor Yukich stated it goes back to not having
the second access point. Trustee Rodgers stated she understands the 6 homes would be sprinklered but
the statistically most of the call outs the Fire Dept goes on is not for active fire. Trustee Gray stated
purposed homes are beautiful and a quality product, but feels conflicted as he could not go against the
Fire Dist. Trustee Gray asked the petitioner if he would like for the Board to table the motion to give
the petitioner time to speak to the County and Fire District for another plan. Petitioner stated that
would be fine as he has been dealing with this piece of property for years.

Trustee Gray and Holtz both retracted their original motions.

Trustee
Holtz feels other options warrant investigation. Trustee Holtz does not see an issue with
connecting the path between the Township and Village. Trustee Holtz stated that the Board does
not really know the actual cost for this purposed connection and it would be a win win to have the
access point connected to the Township property. Trustee Sweas stated she agreed with some of
what Trustee Holtz said as Trustee Sweas had concerns on gates at night and fencing. Trustee
Sweas stated she did not want the gates left open at night as it will create issues down the line.
Trustee Gray stated if Heritage Park was not a golf course prior to, the park would not have a
fence. Mayor Yukich also stated his support for constructing the trail.

I. WORK SHOP ITEM —

The Village Board discussed amendments to Section §220-839 of the Code pertaining to the keeping
of chickens and bees. Three options were provided. The Village Board came to a consensus on
option 2 as follows.

(c) Chickens and bees shall be permitted in E-1 and E-2 Districts as well as in the
R-1 and R-2 Districts with no requirement to obtain a Special Use Permit. See Attachment 1
which illustrates how these standards would apply to E-2 and R-2 subdivisions.

(d) Setback requirements. All coops or enclosures, regardless of size shall comply with the
applicable setback requirements for accessory structures within their zoning district. In
addition, all coops or enclosures, and beehives are required to maintain a setback of at least
fifty (50) feet from all property lines. Beehives shall not be permitted within the front yard of
any individual lot of record.

(e) Nuisances prohibited. Per §69-13 (Nuisances prohibited) of Chapter 69 (Animals) of the Code
of the Village of Homer Glen, it is unlawful for owners to allow their poultry and bees to
become public nuisances at any time during the day or night, including excessive noise or
odor, issues concerning public health, the attraction of flies or rodents, general cleanliness and
the veterinary care of ill birds. Beekeepers shall be required to inspect their hives at least once
monthly to ensure they are maintained in good condition.
