Background Information: On February 12, 2020, the Village Board directed staff
to 1ssue a Request for Proposals (RFP) for the design, procurement and installation of
playground equipment at Glenview Walk Park. On February 21, 2020 the Village
issued the RFP. The stated budget in the RFP was for the playground to be
constructed for less than $200,000. The playground parameters stated in the RFP
were for play equipment for children aged 2-12 years old as well as swing sets. Firms
were also asked to include alternate options for poured in place rubber playground
surface, fencing, a park shelter, a solar-powered light and water fountain. The RFP
allowed vendors to include up to 3 designs.

Prior to the closing of the RFP on March 30, the Village received proposals from three
(3) firms, that included a total of six (6) playground designs. A summary of the
proposals is provided in Attachment 1. Following a preliminary review of the
proposals by staff, it was determined that all designs met the requirements of the
RFP. Due to the ongoing social distancing requirements, there has not been an
opportunity to have a community meeting to share the designs and receive feedback.
In lieu of a meeting, a survey was distributed to the Village Board, Parks and
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Recreation Committee and residents of Glenview Walk. The results of the survey are
in Attachment 2.

Following the first round of response collection, the selection was narrowed down to
the top two highest vote getters, Options A and F. A survey with solely those two
options was distributed, and the results are included in Attachment 2. The preference
was for Option F, Kenneth Company’s Proposal #12757-4. The complete proposal is
included in Attachment 3. The playground design includes eight (8) play features,
including a zipline that would be unique among Village parks.

Based on comments that were received from the surveys, staff will work with
Kenneth Company to revise the proposal to include seating and a shade structure.
These were not included in the original proposal. Staff will work with Kenneth
Company to ensure that the project’s budget does not exceed $199,999. This will
likely include replacing or revising certain play features in the design. Staff also
plans to construct a split-rail fence along the north side of the park to protect park
visitors from the adjacent detention pond.

Budget Implications: The cost of the project will come from line item 50-14-85-660
Park Improvements. The budget item includes $200,000 for neighborhood park
development. The base bid price 1s $199,999. Village staff may need to purchase
landscaping or materials to construct a fence to complement the park following
construction.

Volito Swing

only swings available for kids to use together were tire swings, which are fun and challenging but presented
opportunities for improvement. Tire swings are able to rotate and pivot in all directions, often in an
unpredictable manner and, because they aren’t easy to propel while sitting on them, other children often
have to push the swing to gain and maintain motion.
